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CLIFTON CORRIDOR ALTERNATIVES ANALYSIS 

• Initial study of BRT shows improvements 

for cost and time

• New Off-Wire Rail Technology

• Option of sharing CSX Corridor 

rather than Clifton Road

• Consider Decatur for eastern terminus

• Corridor growth, ROW constraints

• Stakeholder outreach ongoing, public 

outreach likely in May

• Applies increasing detail of evaluation criteria and design development as the process progresses
